Brief Description Of Event Notification Service

A software program automatically looks for the name of forwarder/consolidator in the consignee data item of shipping line electronic master B/L each time it is submitted to e2m System through CDEC. When a positive match is made, CDEC VASP will automatically generate a notification message which will be emailed to the email addresses pre-defined by client.

 Benefit Of This Event Notification Service

The notification service will supplement – not replace -  the cargo arrival notification or other means of import shipment inquiry & notification facilities currently being provided by shipping line carriers.  In accordance with e2m cut-off time for shipping line manifest submission which is not less than 12 hours before vessel ETA, client forwarder will receive email notification at least 12 hours before vessel estimated time of arrival.

Data Content Of Email Notification Message

The notification message will contain the following information (sample only):

"Shipping line electronic manifest MB/L no. XXXXXXXXXX onboard vessel registry number WHL0025-10 P02B and consigned to CLIENT FORWARDER has been submitted to Bureau of Customs.  Please confirm this email notification with your shipping line and/or submit your consolidation manifest now."

Coverage Of Notification Service

This facility encompasses shipping line electronic manifest submission submitted to CDEC VASP nationwide in all customs ports wherein e2m System is implemented.

Limitations Of This Service

-
Shipping line electronic master B/Ls  submitted through VASPs other than CDEC are not 

included in this notification service. 
· Technical disruptions in Internet and electronic mail service providers that are beyond the control of CDEC and which occur without prior notice also cause delay in transmission of email notification or disrupt it altogether.
· Variations on how shipping lines encode Consignee Name in their respective electronic manifest which do not match the pre-defined search parameters will not trigger the generation and subsequent email transmission of the notification message.
· Operational conditions such as last minute changes in vessel ETA, port of discharge, diversion of vessel to another customs port, etc are beyond the control of CDEC VASP and may change applicable timelines for e-manifest submission.
Cost Of Notification Service

This notification service constitutes an integral part of CDEC VASP service on electronic manifest submission to Bureau of Customs e2m System to which the client is a paying subscriber.  It is “FREE OF CHARGE” effective January 2012 to registered subscribers of CDEC e-manifest service
 

Termination Of Event Notification Service
The event notification service will be terminated based on the following grounds:

· Client account with CDEC VASP is terminated as a result of client business decision to stop using CDEC services.

· Client account is no longer in good standing with CDEC VASP.
· Client receives event notification message from CDEC VASP but makes the actual e-manifest submission or lodgment with another VASP and not CDEC.
